Again these are just my opinions when it comes to trying to choose a true beginner dance for a beginner 
class.  Some classes move faster than others and these improver dances were submitted as class 
favorites...so I put these on the list.  Also, Michele Burton gave me very helpful insight on how to make 
sure your beginners learn ALL of the BASIC line dance steps.  She has created a spreadsheet which is 
really awesome and I plan to use for my next sessions this fall.  You may want to email Michele and ask 
her about her beginner dance spreadsheet. 
  
If you sent me a dance title and I didn't 
mention it, it may be because I couldn't find it.  So please address any dances I left off.
